Out of these 298 sites, 216 are World Heritage sites (25% of all 851 registered
by UNESCO - 1408 panographies), 15 are on the World Monuments Fund
Watch List (71 panographies) and 67 are additions by WHTour.org (162
panographies).Altogether there are 1641 panographies.
